Mazzarot Explained

Virgo: The virgin bearing Branch and Seed delivers the desired Son (Coma) for all nations. He will
come forth to rule (Bottes) with the crown (Corona) and yet be rejected for his dual nature
(Centaur) as the despised (Al Beze) Sin Offering (Asmeath).

Babylonian Flood Accounts

Berosus, a Chaldean priest circa 290 B.C. related a tradition that
Xisuthrus, the Babylonian Noah, buried the Sacred Writings before
the Flood, on tablets of baked clay , at Sippar, and afterwards dug
them up.

There was a tradition among Arabs and Jews that Enoch invented
writing, and left a number of books. An ancient Babylonian king
recorded that “he loved to read the writings of the age before the
Flood.”
